At the heart of CERN's research lies the LHC, a 27-kilometer ring of 

superconducting magnets. It accelerates beams of protons or heavy 

ions to nearly the speed of light, causing them to collide with 

immense energy. These collisions recreate conditions similar to 

those in the universe's infancy, allowing scientists to probe into the underlying structure 

of matter.
