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CONCEPT OF SPACE-TIME GRAVITY

Space, time, and gravity are fundamental concepts that shape our universe. Traditionally, 

space was thought of as a three-dimensional arena where events occur separately from 

time, and gravity was seen simply as a force between masses. However, Albert Einstein’s 

theory of General Relativity transformed our understanding. He proposed that space and 

time are woven together into a four-dimensional fabric called spacetime.

According to Einstein, mass and energy can curve spacetime. Imagine placing a heavy ball 

on a stretched rubber sheet; the ball causes a depression, and smaller objects placed 

nearby roll toward it. Similarly, massive objects like stars and planets bend spacetime, and 

this bending guide the motion of other objects. What we experience as gravity is actually this 

curved path in spacetime.

This idea explains many phenomena that classical physics could not, such as why light 

bends around massive objects (gravitational lensing) and why time moves differently near 

massive bodies (gravitational time dilation). Experiments, like the observation of light 

bending during a solar eclipse, confirmed Einstein’s predictions.

Gravity also plays a crucial role in shaping the structure of the universe. It gathers matter to 

form stars, planets, and galaxies, and influences the expansion of the universe itself. In 

extreme cases, when massive stars collapse, they can create black holes—regions where 

spacetime is curved so extremely that not even light can escape. Space, time, and gravity 

are deeply connected. Modern physics continues to explore their mysteries, especially at the 

quantum level, where the smooth fabric of spacetime might behave very differently. 

Understanding this relationship remains one of the biggest challenges and adventures in 

science, with potential to reveal even deeper secrets about the nature of our universe.

Summer is just round the corner so people will soon reach out for their 

favourite pairs .Have we been ever wondered what sunglasses are 

made of? How Chemistry helps them protect from the sun’s  ultraviolet 

radiation?

Sunglass manufacturers usually makes lenses out of either glass or 

p las t ics  such as  po lycarbonates or  po lya l ly l  d ig lyco l 

carbonate(PADC).PADC is sometimes called CR-39,which is the 

name of monomer.                                               

Aluminium or silver 

coatings give lenses a mirrored look 

.Metal oxide( SiO2, TiOx,Fe2O3,MnO2) 

coatings reduce the amount of UV 

radiat ion transmit ted through the 

sunglasses, protecting the eyes. The 

oxides can also provide coloured tint to the lenses. Organic dyes can tint plastic lenses.

 Photochromic Lenses

Photochromic lenses are lenses that stay transparent indoors, but darken when exposed to 

ultraviolet light from the sun. Essentially, they 

provide the benefits of glasses and sunglasses 

in a single frame. Plastic photochromic lenses 

have carbon-based compounds within them 

that change their structure in the presence of 

UV light. These organic compounds are also 

known as photochromic dyes, and they have 

names  l i ke  py r i dobenzoxaz ines  and 

indenonaphthopyrans.They react to light more quickly than the chemical compounds in 

glass photochromic lenses. When the dyes are exposed to UV rays, a chemical bond inside 

them breaks and the dye transforms into a different molecule that absorbs more visible light. 

Glass photochromic lenses have minute amounts of silver halide crystals (most commonly 

silver chloride) distributed inside them. When 

ultraviolet light hits these chemical compounds, the 

silver gains an electron and becomes elemental 

silver—the silver metal with which you’re probably 

familiar. The lenses appear darker as more and more 

silver molecules “appear” and absorb visible light. 

In the absence of ultraviolet light, a second 

compound (typically copper chloride) that’s also embedded within the glass takes the 

transferred electron back from the silver metal. The process reverses, and the lenses 

become transparent once more. Photochromic lenses darken in 30–60 seconds on average 

when exposed to ultraviolet light. To clear, they take a bit longer: 2–3 minutes is normal.

For those who don’t want to carry multiple glasses frames around, photochromic lenses are 

a trendy and convenient two-in-one solution. Now that you know the science behind their 

magic, feel free to explain the trick to others—it works best when you have a pair of 

transforming lenses to show off!
